	The medical subcommittee reviewed 11 Joint Neuroleptic Drug and Behavior Support Programs.  Report was given by Jean Grim, Subcommittee Chairperson.  


	
	One case raised concern in accordance to SVTC criteria; this individual is discharge ready, what is the discharge criterion?  How involved is the authorized representative and how often do the AR visit?

One case had concerns with the use of Ativan in Autism and being counterproductive.
Two cases required clarification in the protocol on screening/testing for individuals that receive Zprexa for a long term to monitor Zprexa induced diabetes.



	Restrictive Programs:
	The committee received three Restrictive Programs for review which contained individualized summaries of the Behavior Treatment Plans (BTP) and a description of the individual’s behavior/management procedures and target behaviors.  The BTP was presented by Psychology Clinicians, Amy Poe-Phillips and Cristi Manieri.
