· Office of the Inspector General review – documentation of person centered planning and how to ensure quality of supports delivered.  

· Department of Health and Human Services Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (DMAS) conducted SVTC’s Annual Compliance Survey September 2009.  Areas reviewed were the  physical plant, active treatment, nursing and  infection control issues as well as follow-up on abuse/neglect cases since their last visit, and the dental complaint at HDMC

· Budget – SVTC has experienced cuts of $1.6 million and $906 thousand dollars to its general fund, resulting in the downsizing of 22 plus positions from current manpower.
