Current data was available. A reminder was given to the Psychology staff that when behavior plans are on the agenda for presentation to the LHRC, the current data is to be submitted to the LHRC Liaison, Margaret Miller for submission to the Office of Human Rights no later that the second day of the month by 12 o’clock noon.
